In 2008, Julia was elected the first female District Attorney for 

the Chattahoochee Judicial Circuit.  She manages an office of 

40 employees including 22 Assistant District Attorneys who 

conduct business in five locations.  Her office prosecutes those 

accused of crimes in Chattahoochee, Marion, Muscogee, Harris, 

Talbot and Taylor counties, handling approximately 3000 cases 

each year. 

 

Julia is married to Steve Slater, a Business Systems Specialist 

for TSYS.  They have twin boys, William and Stephen, who are 

eight years old and are enrolled in the gifted program at 

Hannan Magnet Academy.
